Researcher’s mobility is becoming increasingly important mechanism in diffusing knowledge and enabling the integration of European Research Area, in this way increasing the research capacities on both sides, emitive and receptive. In a way, drawing a parallel from physics, knowledge transfer is similar to heat transfer in transport phenomena, there are three mechanisms of knowledge transfer, diffusion between neighbours, convection through mobility and radiative transfer through information networks. Mechanical engineers know the importance of convection in heat transfer, and a similar importance in knowledge transfer can be assigned to researcher’s mobility. 
The objective of WEB-MOB project was to prepare for a start the process of integration of Western Balkan research areas into ERA, by mapping the current situation. This workshop is a final dissemination event of those results, and hopefully a harbinger of further activities, mainly through the accession of Croatia, fYRo Macedonia and Serbia to the ERA-MORE network.
